FROM THE KITCHEN 
 

The following recipe is provided by THLady Melisant of Exmoor. She served this at the Shireôs Post-Holiday Party, 

January 9
th
. 

 

Cheese Ball  

 

Ingredients: 

16 oz cream cheese 

8 oz sour cream 

1 lb of Cheddar cheese (medium or sharp) 

½ lb Swiss cheese 

½ lb Mozzarella cheese 

½ tsp garlic powder 

1 tbs parsley (fresh or dried) or chives 

Chopped pecans or almonds 

 

Grate the cheeses. Do not use the pre-grated stuff because it is coated with flour to keep it from sticking together and 

you want it to stick together. Mix all ingredients except nuts together in a large bowl. Use your hands to squish it 

together well. Shape into two balls and roll in chopped nuts. These can be frozen.

As dusk came, burgers were 

grilled and side dishes of baked beans, potato salad, veggies and dip, and frosted sweet roll ópieô were consumed 

with water, tea, and other drinks.
