COMFREY

Comfrey Symphytum officinalk.) is a perennial hb of the family Boraginacea

There aresightmajor species: Symphytum asperum (Prickly Comfrey), Symphytum bulbosum (Bulbous
Comfrey), Symphytum caucasicum (Caucasian Comfrey), Symphytum ibericum (Creeping CoByfingghytum
orientale (White Comfrey), Symphytum tauricum (Crimé&omfrey), Symphytum tuberosum (Tuberous Comfrey),
and Symphytum x uplandicum (Russian Comfrey). It is also known as knitbone, boneset, and bruisewort.

This sturdy root plant has large leaves that are a striking contrast to its small flowers that canlighpin
purpl e, bl ue, cream or white. The stem can grow to a h
to the skin. It is found growing in damp, grassy areas of its native Europe but it is widespread along the Irish and
British river banks and ditche#is ruling planet is Saturn.

All species should be considered poisonous. The blossoms and plant contains alkaloids that can paralyze
the central nervous system. Internal use of comfrey may lead to kidney damage. The scientifimdebertsabuse
of comfrey is still going on so be very cautious of the internal or culinary uses though no problemshateohbe
to the external uses.

Another problem with comfrey is its invasive nature. This invasiveness led to the development n§Bocki
14 (Symphytum x uplandicum) by Lawrence Hills in the 1950s. Bocking 14 is not as invasive because it is a sterile
plant that can only reproduce from root cuttings. If you have a mature plant, you can propagate it by removing the
crown from the soil thesplitting it up. The parent plant recovers quickly. Be careful during the division process that
you do not have root fragments that end up in unintended places. To acquire your initial plant, chgalkridital
nursery or online.

Because of its fast gwing nature and its large leaves, comfrey places high demands on nitrogen. You
should not harvest comfrey or allow it to flower until it is well establishaot until at least its second season.
Although comfrey will continue to grow late into the auturgou should not do any autumn harvesting as this can
prevent the plant from having enough storage buildup for winter. Be sure you want this plant before getting it
established. It has a deep root system that makes it very difficult to get rid of.rfugiteradicate it, it is best done
it the hottest, driest part of the summer by digging up every bit of root you can and leaving the ground exposure to
help kill off any roots you have missed.

While comfrey has many recognized medicinal benéfgsise $ controversial due to the liver damage it
can cause. The root is applied externally as a poultice to wounds, bruises, and stuitessasal-or internal use, a
tea is made for the treatment of diarrhea, bronchial problems, intestinal bleeding, atérgy&srard used it in
ale to treat back paMaodernsciansechds confiadtfiar dorofieyecantinfluamce theo n o .
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course of bone ailments. The flower was used in the Middle Ages to help relieve lung problems caused by Black
Death.

Ifitis to be raw eaten, the leaves should be picked young enough that the hairs have not developed yet.
Once hairy, the leaves need to be cooked to disdipateairs.

The mucilage can be use to soothe as well as soften the skin. It will also promote tealtell growth.
You can add it to your skinreams or add it to your bath.

There are various ways in which comfrey can be utilized as a fertilizer: as a compost activator; as a liquid
fertilizer; as mulch or side dréag; and as a potting mixture.

Comfrey can be used to make a yellow dye or add@nrimordant to get a brown dye.

It makes a great background plant especially against foundations. Choose your species carefully as some
are clumpier than others and may overrun your other plantingsyreat for areas that you intend to leave in a wild
state.
